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Essential Information and Itinerary for 

Year 6 Residential Visit to Swanage 
Mon 24th - Fri 28th June 2019
1. Insurance
The school is covered through an insurance policy with Surrey County Council.

2. Departure
Children should arrive at school at 8.30am on Monday 24th June.  They can leave their bags on the grass beside the car park or outside the back of the Hall under the canopy if it is wet.  The children will be registered prior to our departure. They should be wearing their walking boots and wearing or carrying a waterproof coat or jacket. They will also need a packed lunch, a drink and a snack for late afternoon. They can carry £3 pocket money to spend on that day. 
3. Transport
Transport will be provided by Skyliners.
4. Staff
Mr Myers, Mrs Ketteringham, Mrs Gumbrell, Mrs Clarkson, Mr Shuman, Mrs Valente, Mrs Cunningham and Mrs Smith will be present on the trip. 
5. Accommodation
We will be staying at Swanage (Harrow House) Residential Education Centre, in Swanage.  Children will be allocated to rooms or sections of the larger rooms in their friendship groupings as far as possible.  All meals are provided by the centre from dinner on the evening we arrive to lunch on the day of departure. Vegetarian options are available.

6. Luggage
Clothes should be packed in one lightweight bag.  Each child should take plenty of warm, old clothing, as a considerable amount of time is going to be spent in the open air– whatever the weather!  It is essential to have a second pair of trainers or walking boots in case the first get wet.  Please ensure that all clothes and possessions are clearly named.  Children will also need a small rucksack to carry coats and lunches.  A kit list is attached to assist the packing process.

7. Valuables
Cameras, watches, fitbits etc. are brought at your own risk.  No computer games, ipods or mobile phones please.
8. Medicines
Any medicines must be handed to Mrs Clarkson (girls) and Mrs Smith (boys) on Monday 24th June.  They should be clearly labelled with the child’s name, type of medication, frequency and size of dosage. Medications need to be accompanied by a completed ‘Medication Request Form’ available from the Office.  Any travel sickness pills should be given on the Monday morning before you leave home.  Please supply us with pills for journeys during the week and for the return trip and again these should be given to Mrs Clarkson / Mrs Smith, clearly named.  Inhalers should be carried by the pupils.

9. Pocket Money

A maximum of £12, in a mixture of coins, should be handed to Mrs Smith (6GK) or Mrs Clarkson (6M) in a clearly labelled plastic bank bag, on Thursday 20th June at 8.30am. Children can bring an additional £3 with them on Monday 24th June for use that day in a named purse.  

10. Communication
Please do not telephone Harrow House except in an emergency. Mr Treen will be our contact for the trip and messages should be passed through him during the school day. The text messaging service will be used to contact you in an emergency or in case of delays on Friday.  If your text message does not show as being received we will telephone you.
11. Return
We are sure you will want them back – so please be available to collect your child from school on Friday 28th June between 4.00pm and 5.00 p.m. - we will contact you either by text or telephone as our journey progresses with a more accurate time.  Please do not call the school office unless you are sure that we have not been able to contact you – we will try all the numbers we have before giving up!
