Our genres for this term are: Imaginative story writing, Non-fiction writing, Poetry and Persuasion. SPaG (Spelling/punctuation/ grammar) will be taught in an explicit lesson as well as included in writing sessions.  Five Guided Reading whole class sessions per week. In addition to this, a daily whole class reading for enjoyment session and book study.  Spelling lessons are taught weekly. The year 5/6 statutory spelling list can be found in the back of the pupil planner. 

	Science: Our topic for the 1st half term will be Forces.  Our 2nd half term topic will be The Earth, Sun and Moon. There are useful resources on the BBC website: http://www.bbc.co.uk/schools/ks2bitesize/science/ 

	Maths: Is taught in 2 groups across Year 5. 
All groups cover the same content. The Autumn Term focus will be on Place Value/4 Operations and knowing and using number facts. Homework will be a mixture of calculation, problem solving, tables and arithmetic. Most tasks will be set online.
Reminder: All children are subscribed to Abacus, TTRockstar and Doodle Maths online so please encourage them to use it! Passwords and Usernames have been distributed. 
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	History & Geography:  
Our Geography focus for the first ½ term is Volcanoes and the second ½ term, the History focus is Medicine through the Ages. If you have any books or artefacts please bring them in to support our learning.

Each task should take no longer than 25-30 minutes or longer if a child is happy to continue. On occasion, Science, Topic or Art homework may be set as well as other tasks.  We encourage parents to support their child with their learning as much as possible; Homework club takes place on Tuesday after school in 5MG.
	Essentials/Daily Kit/Planner:
Your child needs a pencil, rubber, sharpener, 30cm ruler, green pen, coloured pencils, whiteboard pen, glue stick and blue handwriting pen, kept in one small pencil case in school.
