Computing:  

The skills that we are focussing on this term are Word 

processing skills, PowerPoint skills and touch-typing. 

Homework:

Each task should 

take 15 minutes or longer if a child is happy to continue. The 

school makes use of a number of online resources to support 

home learning. Homework planners should be in school every 

day and should be signed at the end of each week. We 

encourage parents to support their child with their learning 

as much as possible. 

Homework Club for those pupils who do not have access to 

a device which connects to the internet at home this will 

take place weekly on a Thursday after school.
