Homework

e Children should read daily for 15 minutes and reading
should be recorded in planners & signed by parents.

* Each week they will also receive: 1 maths (Doodle maths/TT
Rockstars) and 1 English piece of homework. Spelling will be
set fortnightly initially. The statutory word list will be in your
child’s planner. Each piece of homework should take about
15 minutes to complete, but children may carry on working
if they are happy to. Homework planners should be in
school everyday and should be signed at the end of each
week. We encourage parents to support their child with
their learning as much as possible.

Equipment
