· Provide a broad and balanced curriculum that promotes healthy living and matches your child’s academic and social needs 
· Assess and give your child positive, constructive feedback with targets to improve, which promotes their progress
· Share your child’s achievements and progress through parent consultations and reports
· Achieve high standards of work and behaviour through building good relationships and applying the school’s behaviour policy
· Be available for informal discussions – at a mutually agreed time
