The years 5-6 statutory word list is in the planners.

	Homework: Children are expected to read 5x per week for 30 mins.  This should be recorded in their Homework Planner and signed weekly by a parent/adult. Each task should take no longer than 30-35 minutes or longer if a child is happy to continue. Homework club will take place weekly on a Thursday during lunch for those pupils who do not have access to an electrical device which is connected to the internet on which to complete their homework. All homework is put on Google Classroom.
	Essentials/Daily Kit/Planner:
