	English: 
In English, as in maths, Mulberry Class is divided into two main groups: Buds and Blossoms, to allow our learning to best suit all learners.  Further differentiation then allows for individual needs to be met.

Our topic, Amazing Authors is an inspiring delve into books written by some of the most outstanding authors of children’s books.  The Buds will launch the term by exploring some of the rhyming texts of Julia Donaldson.  The Blossoms are diving into ‘The Firework Maker’s Daughter’ by Philip Pullman.

SPaG (spelling/punctuation/ grammar) is taught within our English sessions every week.  In addition to this, the children read daily in a 1:1 setting. Handwriting is practised specifically four times per week alongside a variety of fine motor activities. Additionally, children benefit from Read, Write, Inc phonics sessions most days, within their English ability groups.

	Science: 
In Autumn 1 we are exploring different kinds of forces like push, pull, twist. In Autumn 2 we are learning about planets, space and our solar system.

	Maths: 
We learn new skills and consolidate our knowledge daily in small groups. This term, we will focus on a secure knowledge of the number system including calculations, solving problems and handling data.  We will also extend our understanding of measurement and shape.

School clothing rules: small plain stud earrings may be worn.  Long hair tied back with a plain small band and correct socks should be worn. No nail polish. School black shoes and not trainers to be worn.  Uniform must be clearly named and worn correctly.  
	Music:
The children have a weekly music session to explore music from different times and places, and to practise the skills of listening, composing, playing instruments and singing.  

We link our music-making to the English topic from time to time, singing relevant songs, for example.  We play various tuned (e.g. glockenspiels and boomhackers) and untuned (e.g. claves and Indian bells) musical instruments and learn about orchestral instruments and musical rhythms, playing along to the beat of a variety of music.  We listen to each other and take turns.

	History & Geography:  
In Autumn 1 we are learning in Geography about the world, looking at globes and maps as well as identifying countries around the world.

In Autumn 2 we explore our history and learn about the Stone and Iron age, what it must have felt like to live in those times and its developments.

	
	PE: 
Pupils should come dressed in their PE kits on Tuesday for PE/OT and also for mainstream PE lessons on the following days, if applicable:

	RE and PSHE:

RE: 
Throughout Autumn we are exploring the different religions in the world and learn about the big festivals in religions, for example Diwali and Christmas.



PSHE: 
Throughout Autumn we are exploring feelings and how we can recognise and manage them in a positive way. We also learning about self-care and on-line safety. 

	Homework:
Children should read at least 3 times a week and this should be recorded in their planner.
We celebrate their reading achievements weekly in a Mulberry Class Celebration.  We also often look at artwork from the previous week and celebrate effort and achievement with an artist of the week.

We encourage parents to support their child with their learning as much as possible.  A discussion about what they have been learning is often a great way to discover what your child has enjoyed and to expand their understanding through conversation.  Equally, after a long day at school, a break in the evening can be the most important way to maximise learning at school.  Thank you for all your support.

	Art & DT: 
In Art the children will be working with a range of media including pencil sketching, painting, clay modelling, pastels and 3D model making.
In DT the children are introduced to pulleys, levers and gears and how they work. In Autumn 2 we are focussing on moving pictures and cards.
