	English: Taught in own classes. Our texts for this term are ‘Voices in the Park’ and ‘Kensuke’s Kingdom’ where we will explore different levels of formality. Writing will include letters, narrative and biographies. Spag (spelling/punctuation/ grammar) will be taught in explicit lessons as well as being included in writing sessions.  Five whole-class reading sessions per week. In addition to this a daily whole-class novel will be read to the classes. Spelling lessons are taught 3 times a week. The Yrs 5 and 6 Statutory words can be found in the back of the pupil planner. 

	Science: Continuing with Human Circulation and Health (1st half term). Electricity (2nd half term).  There are useful resources on the BBC website: http://www.bbc.co.uk/schools/ks2bitesize/science/ 

	Maths: Is taught in 2 groups across Year 6.  All groups cover the same content. The Summer Term will be preparation and revision in the lead-up to SATs followed by investigation work. 
Reminder: All children are subscribed to Times Tables Rockstars and Doodle so please encourage them to use these! Passwords and Usernames are in planners.
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	Geography and History: 
1) The Maya
2) Mountains,  including how they are formed and expeditions on Everest. 
	
	PE: Rounders & Athletics:  Taught by Mrs Cole.  On a Monday, full PE kit to be worn to school. Watches and earrings must be removed by the children themselves for PE lessons.

	Homework: Children are expected to read 5x per week for 30 mins.  This should be recorded in their Homework Planner and signed weekly by a parent/adult.  Homework for Maths and English is set on a Friday and pupils are usually given a full week to complete (mostly online tasks). Spelling lists are set weekly. Each task should take no longer than 30-35 minutes. On occasion, science, topic or art homework may be set or additional handwriting activities for those who need it.  Homework club will take place on Thursday lunchtime for those pupils who do not have access to an electronic device connected to the internet suitable for homework or for children that prefer to do their work at school with adult assistance. Pupils can also use their Rising Stars revision books at home to prepare them for SATS. 
	Essentials/Daily Kit/Planner:
Your child needs a pencil, rubber, sharpener, 30cm ruler, green pen, coloured pencils, whiteboard pen, glue stick, scissors and blue handwriting pen, kept in one small pencil case in school.  Children are encouraged to wear watches.  Only small plain stud earrings may be worn.  Long hair is tied back with a plain small band and correct socks (white, black or grey for girls and black or grey for boys) should be worn. No nail polish.  Uniform must be clearly named and worn correctly.  Homework Planners are to be in school daily. We encourage parents to support their child with their learning as much as possible. Please ensure you have completed the permission form if your child is bringing their mobile phone into school.
